The right governance: local, open and
representative

The Monterey Peninsula Water Management District
(MPWMD) is clearly the best choice to anchor a new
governing agency. It already has the statutory authority
and responsibility to find and deliver the water. Under
direction of its board, theIPWMD’s competent tech-
nical staff and experienced new General Manager, David
Stoldt, are already at work on the five water supply solu-
tions described above. Taken together, these solutions
should be more than adequate to meet our 2017-2025
water needs. This endorsement comes with a caveat,
however. Though refreshingly transparent in its dealings
with the public, the District’'s board members have a poo
history of working together. Since the MPWMD is the
only water authority that speaks for the ratepayees, th
MPWMD Board needs to step up to its responsibilities
and move quickly towards implementing the alternate
water plan—expeditiously, honestly and effectively.
